V.b. Conference for Child Development Grants-Muriel and Mary Jo reported this is a committee made up of community members and other interested parties to look at the long term future of child development.  There is support for a collaborative grant for a new building.  Funds are available through First Five and other large grants.  Pacific Oaks College is very interested in bringing their bachelor program to our campus due to the high number of child development majors.  They will write the grant and they offer other bachelor degrees that may be of interest to our student population.  They will be on campus on March 18 from 9 to 12 to explain their programs.

 Reports

a. President’s Cabinet-Dr. Andrews reported they discussed revising the Use Of Facility Form (UOF).  The district is proposing the use of the same form district wide.   Proposed revisions to the EODAC was discussed with no consensus reached; proposed revisions to the Financial Aid Committee and  the Scholarship Awards Committee was discussed; the district has not finalized next year’s budget nor the budget timeline; Tomorrow a Strategic Planning meeting will be held at the district all day to discuss value, vision, and mission to come up with a new mission statement or revised one for district.  Results to March Chancellor’s Cabinet meeting for a vote.  There will be 3 faculty, 3 administrators, 1 classified, 1 student, 1 community member on the President’s Selection Committee.  Chancellor Serrano will be on campus in two weeks to meet with that committee.
b. Academic Senate-Stewart emailed a copy of his report to the committee.  There was no discussion.
c. CSEA-Nothing new to report.
d. Curriculum Committee-Chris Piersol provided a handout of updates in his absence. There was no discussion.
e. CCA-Buzz drop to Bill, negotiations Article 1 and 2 discussed  discussed some options for benefits from a consultant guaranteeing lower rates, discussed coaches and other extra service stipends as well as a formula for chairs re-assigned time.  Executive board meets tonight.  Board elections end of month.

f. IT-Kathy Bennett stated there is interest to add a third computer lab classroom.  Concerns were shared.  Many staff computers are broken and out of warranty and these problems need to be resolved.   A cost analysis estimate is being pursued.  The use of AC-120 by other departments and programs is being researched.  Contact Kathy if you are interested in using this room.

g. Enrollment Management Committee-Kathy Bennett reported the committee has decided to wait until the Accreditation material is completed before getting the information they need and want.  It is on hold for now.

j. Title V-Mike reported they are revamping some vocational technology programs.  Working with Cerro Coso to do online monitoring for distant education classes, in-house position open for an educational media design specialist to help faculty design new distant education courses.  Industrial Technician generic name for new vocational technology class to work with many local factories.  Employers want us to provide trained students to work on computers and they want to support us to build a program like the LVN and PT programs.  It would produce highly skilled workers.  There is already a commitment to provide us with the equipment.  Adjunct instructors from the private industry could be used and it has the potential for a full program.  Add COS Title V/COS Grant to the reports section. Catherine Hodges and Richard Osborne are going to do a learning community in the fall.  Information needs to get to the counselors and high school students for the pilot program.  Anthropology and an English 71 will be offered in the fall.  See Kathy for more information.
