Informational Item: Update on Faculty Application Requirements &

Faculty Recruitment Status - Janet Hawkins:
Janet Hawkins presented handouts regarding faculty replacement requirements. Janet presented a tentative schedule for interviews. Vic Collins is working on a way to increase the efficiency of recruitment. Janet requested a reduction of letters of recommendation; it was agreed to reduce the letters of recommendation from three (3) to two (2).
