IV. Discussion Items:

a. Grant definition for oversight – Michael Carley

· Introduction of the BRIC team: Priya Chaplot (Project Coordinator for the  RP Group prior to this she was the Educational Research Assessment Analyst at Mt. San Antonio College, Student Learning Outcomes), Rob Johnstone (Dean of Planning and Research at Skyline College before a Chief Instructional Officer at Foothill College and the VP for the RP Group), Gregory Stoup (Director of Planning and Research at Kenyatta College), Bob Pacheco (Director of Planning, Research and Development at Barstow College, Assessment Chair of the RP Group Executive board).
· PC was 1 of 3 colleges chosen out of 50 that applied for the BRIC program as the pilot schools. BRIC will be on campus throughout the year gathering data and information. This information will be used to help with improving SLO’s and the way PC looks at research and development.
