II. Approval of Minutes from 11/10/08

III. Luminis Update
Randy Morgan- The District is to buy a Content Management System called Ektron. They are talking about training administration, Morgan, and applications, which is if any of you are interested. If anybody has ASP background, programming, the District  will offer the training. There will be no cost. Morgan will be slated for the administration end of it. No date known yet, probably will be February or after. It will coordinate with Luminis. Cerro Coso decided to purchase it and the more we saw how it would work with Luminis we decided to purchase for PC. The company will expand the contract that Cerro Coso started so that all three campuses can use it.  

IV. Library Automation Project (Techs)
 Chris Craig- The Library Automation Project is the conversion from Dewey to LC for the library and we finally are getting our conversion back. Hopefully we will be doing some testing over the break. So we will roll over funds to purchase the Searcy Dinage Project, which is the actual card catalog system, and we had a separate company take our old card-base catalog and convert it to LC. That has taken about a year. We are going on 2 ½ years into this project. The purchase has been made but we have not paid for it yet, because we wanted to make sure everything would work. The costs will be covered soon, the funds are already there. We will start implementing database and training, hopefully, over winter break, it will all be web-based.  Lorie and Linda and Chris are coordinating how we are going to do the re-labeling, re-shelving, and there is a lot of work to do on the library side to get this done. The technical side of this is coming together. 
It is coming very soon, no definite date yet. There will be an interruption in checking in and checking out books during the time of re-shelving process. We will give you more updates as we get closer.

V. Wireless Update (Techs)
Chris Craig- We started the wireless site survey, through ITURASACK, this last week. They are just about done. It is looking good. We will be able to cover a little bit more than we thought we would, on the initial implementation. That project is going good, there are still some close up dates that we have to do. We should be able to get maps back of where we need to place our products, in what areas of the buildings and which buildings so we can tell everybody how much coverage we’ll have. As it looks now, we have enough to cover, at minimum, the new library and the science math building upstairs and downstairs. 
Rickelle Syrdahl- Do you think that will go online over the break?
Chris Craig- I can’t give a definite date because we have a background project, the library automation project. We have 3 major projects, plus Luminis all going at the same time, and some re-imaging work as well.

VI. IT Responsibilities from Accreditation Planning Agenda Update
Rickelle Syrdahl-We talked about this at the last meeting, and Chris was going to see if he had anything to bring. 
Chris Craig-I did not bring it, after the break I will bring it. 
Chris Craig- We will no longer be going with Gateway, as our primary manufacturer of computers for the campus. This is due to their Chapter 11 bankruptcy in November ‘08. We have officially switched to Dell.  We have a bad history with Dell, but not recently. We will try Dell again and hopefully it will be o.k. Our selections are getting thin; HP and Dell. 
Bill Henry-We had an opportunity to pick them up (computers?) in title 5, as it was closing out. So we had to encumber the money and hurry up and get them here. Gateway couldn’t do it. So we called Dell and 4 are here and the rest in transit.
