I. Call to order-Rickelle Syrdahl, our new Classified Representative is Charlene Styer (since Chris Craig is no longer a Classified staff) and our new DSPS Representative (not sure on the initials).  

Additions- Agenda by Randy Morgan an item entitled, “Connect Ed” to be placed in “Other” section
Changes to the Minutes: by Randy Morgan-Dec. 8th minutes under section, Luminis Update, roman numeral 3, Ektron is spelled Ektron. Chris Craig is to send in corrections to Rickelle Syrdahl and Patrick Chan also submitted corrections, all will be submitted to Randy for corrections and filing.

IV. Luminis Update- Chris Craig attended a meeting in Philadelphia and will try to implement the first initial roll-out of Luminis, just to limited group of faculty in June. The new portal name will be “Inside PC”, and it will be referred as such instead of Luminis or the Portal. The reason being is the URL is going to be Inside KCCD.edu and each campus will be Inside BC, Inside PC, Inside CC, so all will be uniform.  IT will be involved in Flex days from now on to keep everyone updated on the new developments. 
Randy Morgan-January of 2010 there will be training. In Fall 2009 there will be an overview. It will be a limited roll-out in June. It will mostly be administrators and a few faculty. In the Content Ownership meeting it was decided that the web pages will be fluid and will change from month to month, semester to semester. We create “starting pages” and then every member of the community, be it student, staff, faculty, or administrator, will customize them. 
V. Wireless Update-Chris Craig, we “officially” have wireless diagrams. Vern is taking over the project. Budgeting has to be worked out and supplies are still needed, and awaiting documentation from District. Students will be able to use it in the Fall, but only in the library to start with. Users of the wireless must still authenticate and be a valid user, and this is based on user names/user I.D.’s   Discussion ensued on the timeframe of the Science and Math building becoming wireless. 
VI. IT Plan-Chris Craig The IT Plan is approximately 60 to 70 % completed. There is much research that must be done through the District, as soon as we have a complete working document it will be submitted to this group. Also awaiting Board approval on the new computer use policy. When approved this too will be submitted. 
VII. Ektron Content Management System-Randy Morgan reminds listeners that in December she had spoken about Ektron Content Mgmt. Syst. (so, pleae excuse any duplication of information) along with the portal technology the District also got a package called Ektron, which is a Content Management System and it will involve the training a lot of people. It is a browsers-based interface where individuals around campus can contribute to, both the webpage and inside PC, through this browser interface. An example would be; once you have the minutes approved and updated you would be able to sit at your computer and type in March 30th minutes-approved, and link it to the document. So, rather than submitting things to me are going to be able to put them through the content management system. Content is the information and interactivity that organizations must harness in order to deliver value to their audience. Content is not only text and documents, but also the interactivity that makes it easier for people to get to it, and Ektron is a Content Management System that, once up and running, will make this process easier. 

Chris Craig interjects- In our report to CLC we should really stress how much the Inside PC and Content Mgmt., Ektron and the rest is going to impact how PC does business. The classes, grade disbursements, budgets, and the way one accesses everything will be through Inside PC.  It will alter every business (computer) transaction.

Randy Morgan states that Summer and Fall semesters will be the last opportunities for business entries to be done in the “traditional” manner. Starting the Spring 2010 semester all student related business will be through Inside PC.  There will be no more alternative ways available to do things other than Inside PC. Training will be necessary and vital, and it will have to be mandatory. 
Discussion ensued. 
VIII. Pay For Print-Chris Craig-Have been having major issues at the library with Pay for Print for the students, the biggest is the support is horrid and the equipment is old (approximately 8 years old), and it does not intergrade with the new one-card system. Other options are being researched. Bakersfield College has a system called, Pharos, and it does intergrade  with the one-card system. The Vice Presidents have the ultimate decision as to what system PC will get, but we (PC Technitions) highly recommend it. 
Discussion ensued.  
Mr. Craig would like the IT committee to recommend it too, as all three campuses should be uniform, and BC has had an opportunity to work with it, refine any glitches and it would intergrade with our new one-card system. The IT committee will recommend this recommendation. 
Mrs. Rickelle Syrdahl asked Chris to e-mail Mr. Steve Schultz and recommend it and she will put it on the CLC agenda as well from our IT committee. 
Discussion ensued.
IX. Student Tracking-Chris Craig Student Tracking is used to track positive attendance hours for students who use the Student Learning Lab and the Gym.  For now we are using a program called “Time Keeper”, and it’s been having problems. The District wants to go to a uniform system on all three campuses. It is a part of the new one-card system and the Vice Principals will also be making the ultimate decision as well as on the Pay For Print. 
Discussion ensued. 
X. Data Center Move-Chris Craig- The tentative Data Center Move is July 23 or 24th. This date depends on 1) if the building is released to the college and 2) if we have furniture. We have to be the ones to move in first, in order to prepare for everyone’s IT needs. We plan to move in, even if there is no furniture. Once the furniture arrives we will then have to “stage” the computers on it.  The furniture is on order. 
XI. Other #1    Connect Ed-Randy Morgan-The District is implementing a system called “Connect Ed” for emergency preparedness. I am involved because part of this system is web-based. It is a web-based mass notification system that sends emergency messages instantly and simultaneously; telephones, mobile phones, wireless devices, e-mails, and uploaded to the Connect Ed system at KCCD. I will create a web page that gives people information, in the event of another “Lock Down” situation, and we will also have an instant notification on the Home Page that will overlay our regular web page with a big red, “alert” message. It will name what is happening and have a link for more information. So we will have multiple, multiple ways to contact and inform people in the event of an emergency. The District wants 3 people trained in accessing the web page for this purpose. I am creating an informational web page, plus the emergency lay-over, so three people will be trained to do this as well.  
Randy Morgan is to find these three people to be trained. We will have to have everyone update their telephone contact numbers. 
Discussion ensued.
XII.  Other #2    First Electronic Deposit   Virginia Gurrola-Has done the first transfer of funds to KCCD approximately seven million dollars (or 23 million?). This is only about 50% of our students signed up. We hope to have 100% by Fall 2009. All direct deposits to students’ accounts, and all electronically done. Much saved using this system.
