I. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Rickelle Syrdahl at 10:06 AM.

II. Adoption of Agenda
The agenda was reviewed and adopted with additions.

III. Approval of Minutes
The minutes from the October 22, 2010 meeting were reviewed and approved with corrections.

IV. Information Items
a. Upgrade to Banner 8 – Virginia Gurrola
· Tabled until next meeting; Virginia was not in attendance.

V. Discussion Items
a. Free Video Access Problems – Rickelle Syrdahl
· Ms. Syrdahl shared that Bob Johnson contacted Rickelle regarding problems he was having accessing free videos available from online resources.  Bob was told that a filter at the District Office was causing the issue.
· Chris suggested it may be a software issue with the workstation Bob was using.  Chris stated that the issue can be resolved, and he suggested that Bob contact him with more information regarding the affected sites.

b. Moodle Online Waitlist Issues – Patrick Chan
· Mr. Chan shared concerns that were brought up at the PC Academic Senate Meeting regarding Moodle online waitlist issues.
· Ms. Phinney shared that the Moodle online waitlist issue was brought up at the district ITC meeting.  The waitlist issue is being brought up mainly by the Bakersfield College faculty.
· Ms. Phinney shared the following additional concerns that were expressed at the District ITC Meeting:
· Policies regarding the Moodle/Luminis integration are being put together by three or four individuals, who are not faculty members.  The policies will then be escalated to the vice-presidents for blessing.  These policies will affect online, hybrid, and some face-to-face classes.  Three of the primary policy issues brought up at the District ITC meeting were:
· Whether waitlisted students are allowed access to instructors’ Moodle sites.
· Instructors’ ability to log into the Moodle site as a test student.
· How soon faculty gets access to their Moodle shells for future semesters.
· Faculty feels that these are instructional issues and therefore they should be involved in the policy making.
· Ms. Phinney stated that she spoke with Dr. Beheler and Dr. Beheler is fine with faculty being involved in the making of these policies.
· Todd Coston at the District Office is charged with overseeing the Moodle/Luminis Integration.
· Discussion ensued.
· It was suggested that the PC Academic Senate contact the BC Academic Senate for further information and discussion.
· The conclusion of the discussion is that the Moodle online waitlist issue is an instructional issue and not a technical issue; therefore the IT Committee does not have any control over this issue.

c. National University
· The College Learning Council will be presented with a discussion item and an action item regarding the proposed partnership with National University on Monday, December 6th.
· Discussion ensued.
· Several concerns were expressed over the proposed partnership and the speed with which a decision is being made.
· Members of the IT Committee are encouraged to attend the CLC Meeting where this item will be discussed and voted on.

· Mr. Craig, Ms. Phinney, and Ms. Lala-Bell will be working with the Chancellor’s office and their Closed Captioning Program, as all course material needs to be closed-captioned per Section 508.
· PC will have two DHH students next semester and one will be working towards the RN program.
· To ensure quick access for alternative media format (text-to-speech for textbooks), any department that is adopting a new text book should notify the DRC so that they can check on accessibility of that book from the publisher.  Text-to-speech format is either in e-text or RFB&D (Reading for the Blind and Dyslexic).
· Patty Serrato continues to assist the DRC with alternative media needs.  The Alternative Media Specialist position has been reduced to an 11-month, 19-hour position; interviews will begin shortly.
· Ms. Lala-Bell requested Read and Write Gold as part of the DRC’s instructional-needs items.  It would be used campus-wide and would be available to all students and staff. It is a text-to-speech program that meets the Universal Design Criteria.
