Conclusion:


Advantage to the students: 2 years completion for an AA/AS degree reduced to 1 ½ years.


Division Chairs need to have their schedules completed by March 15th so that by the March 18th President’s Cabinet meeting staffing needs and if funding possible will be determined.


By Fall 2003 a class schedule needs to be generated based on 16 weeks.


By April 1st CCC will be meeting to access the facilities current use and space.


Plans for an Excel spreadsheet will be generated to aid in making class schedules.
