I. Call to Order – 12:51 Lib 405

IV. CLC Report
A. In the CLC January 31st meeting the recommendation for MAA Revenues was approved. 
B. BAM II Recommendations was approved with minor adjustments as noted in the attachment.  PC Feedback on BAM Recommendations is due to Tom Burke on Monday, February 14th.  The next Consultation Meeting is February 15th.
V. CLC Discussion Regarding ASL Interpreters. 
DSPS $266,000 budget didn’t include ASL interpreters.  Since interpreters are an ADA requirement, recommendation was taken to CLC to pay for the interpreters from the General Fund ($54K).  In reviewing YTD expenditures from DSPS, less than half their allocation had been spent.  It was suggested that in the future we structure our recommendation to pay needed costs out of General fund on an as needed basis.
VI. Other
SRID Match Requirements 

SRID is Bond money that voters voted on.  There are stipulations on how the money is used for facility upgrades and scheduled maintenance projects.  There has been discussion about a SRID match.  The District wants the campuses to transfer monies from our carryover to a separate fund for use to support SRID projects.  Porterville’s share is $900,876, which is the District match requirement of 4/1.  Colleges will need to fund 100% of all non SRID projects.  Recommendation was made to Tom Burke that the colleges be allowed to use their non-SRID project costs as the match.  Tom will make final decision as to whether it is a SRID project or not.
