Child Development P113 and Child Development Major.  Mrs. Jordan proposed to inactivate Child Development P113 effective spring 2005 semester.  She explained the material in P113 was covered in P223.  Mrs. Jordan proposed to replace Child Development P113 with P223 as part of the required courses for the Child Development Major.
