Minutes.  Mr. Piersol asked members to review the minutes of the last meeting and asked if anyone remembered who seconded the motion concerning ethnic studies.  Ms. Medley was suggested as the person seconding the motion.

Agenda.  Mr. Piersol explained he had tabled the discussion of ethnic studies after receiving word from the Social Science Division that its members had not been able to meet.  Ms. Lozano said the division was waiting until Karen Bishop returned to work.  Mr. Piersol explained he included ethnic studies on the agenda as a reminder.

Human Services P101.  In reviewing Human Services P101, Ms. Lozano stated the modifications were made to bring the course into compliance with state requirements.  Committee members questioned if the content had been revised in lieu of the credit and hour changes.  Also suggested were minor changes to course objectives, the addition of the division-approved textbook phrase and an update of textbook dates.

Mr. Piersol asked if Mr. Johnson would check for a newer edition of the textbook as an amendment to the motion.  Ms. Herrera and Ms. Lozano both accepted the amendment to update the textbook date as part of the motion, and the motion was approved.
Human Services P106.  Committee members reviewed modifications to Human Services P106, and found where the division-approved textbook phrase and updated textbook dates were needed.  Mr. Piersol questioned the prerequisite in relation to the listed skills on the content review form.  This prompted a discussion about the content review and what constituted level 2 skills.  Mr. Piersol stated the recommendation was not a good one and asked committee members how they wished to proceed.  
Ms. Herrera suggested tabling Human Services P106 until the course could be returned with a revised content review or prerequisite.

Definition of Ethnic Studies Graduation Requirement.  Tabled.

Definition of Life and Physical Sciences.  Mr. Satko said these were the same definitions as presented to committee members at the last meeting.  Ms. Medley asked if the wording was from the division or other schools.  The division members looked at other schools and state regulations.

Ms. Medley questioned if our graduation requirements impacted transfer requirements.  Mr. Vega explained no effects to transfer requirements since CSU and UC have their own requirements.  
Mr. Piersol thought Mr. Osborne questioned the definitions since he had an anthropology course listed under the biological science section, but Ms. Lozano explained Mr. Osborne believed there were three different categories.  Members agreed to change “life sciences” to “biological sciences” as listed in the catalog.
