FEBRUARY 22, 2005

Call to Order.  Mr. Piersol called to order at 2:35 p.m. the February 22, 2005, meeting of the Curriculum Committee.
Minutes.  Mr. Piersol asked members to review the minutes of the previous meeting.



M/S/C (French-Unser/Amaro) to approve the minutes of 
February 8, 2005.

Agenda.  Mr. Piersol asked for additions to the agenda.  In addition to the three items on the agenda for the Business Division, Ms. Medley proposed a second reading of BSAD P132 and modifications to the Office Technology Certificate and Major.  The absence of the content review for BSAD P132 was briefly discussed.  Ms. Medley agreed to return with the second reading of BSAD P132 along with the content review and the modifications to the Office Technology Certificate and Major.     


The agenda was approved as presented by consensus of 




committee members.
Business P012, Business Administration P135 and Office Technology P020.  Mr. Piersol asked for a motion to consider these three items as a group.

Ms. Medley reviewed her proposal with committee members concerning the addition of BSAD P132 and the inactivation of Business P012, BSAD P135 and OFFT P020.  She wanted members to be aware the inactivation of these courses would be contingent upon the approval of BSAD P132.  


M/S/C (Allen/French-Unser) to consider Business P012,



Business Administration P135 and Office Technology P020 as a 


group and to approve the inactivation of these courses.
English P102, P103, P113, P114, P119, P130 and P140.  Ms. French-Unser explained her division had updated textbooks and objectives for courses presented with the exception of English P140.
A discussion arose concerning the reading graduation requirement.  Mr. Vega would like to see the reading graduation requirement deleted, and he said no student would be harmed by doing so.  He would also like the graduation subcommittee to review this requirement.

Ms. Medley asked about the rotation of the literature classes.  Ms. French-Unser responded the Language Arts Division tried to offer two courses each semester and one during the summer session for the English majors.  

Mr. Piersol suggested members review every outline and approve the English courses together.  Ms. Amaro questioned the ratings of skills on the content reviews, and 
Ms. Allen questioned changes to IGETC requirements.  
This prompted a brief discussion about noting the graduation, CSU or UC requirements on the course outline prior to approval.  Members also discussed adding a section to the new proposal or modification forms where graduation, CSU and UC requirements could be proposed.  Mr. Vega agreed to update the new proposal and modification forms and volunteered Ms. Burkhart to help.                                                                               


M/S/C (Gurrola/Bailey) to approve modifications of the English 


courses.
Mathematics P051.  Mr. Hathaway distributed a Distance Learning Course Outline Addendum to go with the Math P051 course outline.  Mr. Hathaway proposed to meet in the classroom with his students four days a week and have students work on the ALEKS program in the Learning Center one day a week.  Discussion followed about how the class would be listed in the schedule so that students would understand.  Mr. Piersol recommended a wording change in the distance learning addendum.

Mathematics P051 incorporating the proposed change 


to the distance learning addendum.

It was noted after approving the above modification that Mr. Hathaway had not signed the course outline.  He agreed to sign the original outline.  

Paraprofessional Accounting Certificate.  Ms. Medley explained the Business Division personnel want to cut the total credits required for certificates and majors to between 24 and 28 credits.  She did note, however, that Business P012 was listed on the certificate and that course was planned for inactivation.  Ms. Medley suggested this certificate be tabled, and she would take it back to the division members.

Informed Self-Placement.  This item was tabled since Ms. Herrera was not present.  
Mr. Piersol explained self-placement was almost like advising.  Students would answer questions and then make recommendations to what they need to take.  The student would be locked into that recommendation.  Moorpark College has been using self-placement for five years.    Mr. Piersol told members to go to the Moorpark website and act as a student in order to see how self-placement works.  This prompted a brief discussion about binding placements and challenging opportunities.  Ms. French-Unser said this discussion should be postponed until after the scheduled visit to Moorpark.  Mr. Piersol asked 
Ms. French-Unser to report to the Curriculum Committee after the visit.  Mr. Hathaway noted two math faculty would also be making the trip.  
Mrs. Gurrola said the existing assessment would be needed for any student who does not have a high school diploma and wants to apply for financial aid.  

Earth Science P110.  Mr. Satko introduced the first reading of Earth Science P110, Introduction to Earth Science.  Mr. Satko said this course was being proposed in response to an articulation issue with UC and CSU systems.  Mr. Satko recognized grammatical   errors in the outline and will talk to Mr. Goode about these errors.  Also, the content review will be presented at the next meeting.  Mr. Piersol noted the absence of signatures, and he talked about this course meeting a liberal science AA degree.  Mr. Vega felt it would be fall 2006 before the course would be through the articulation process.
Committee members, in reviewing the course outline, found where learning activities outside of class should be elaborated, the methods of instruction should be on the current outline form, objective tests should be checked under methods of evaluation and the word “other” should be included in the division-approved textbook phrase.

Mediated Instruction Statement as Part of Course Description.  When the college first started online courses, members agreed not to mention mediated instruction in the course description.  Now that Title V has changed, Mr. Piersol believes there would not be a problem in referencing this method of instruction in the course description.  In Mathematics P051, the committee approved the wording:  “This course is offered partially online.”  Mr. Piersol asked if all mediated instruction courses should carry this type of statement.  Ms. Medley felt this statement would give students additional information.  Mr. Vega asked if a distinction would be made between hybrid and online courses.  Mr. Piersol said he would draft a statement and bring back to the committee members.  Mr. Vega suggested a check off on the course outline as to whether the course was hybrid or online.

CurricUNET Curriculum Management Software.  Mr. Piersol said this software was for curriculum approval management, and someone at Cerro Coso e-mailed him with a suggestion the software be adopted district wide.  Mr. Piersol noted, however, the cost would be an issue.  In discussing the cost, Mr. Vega said he might be able to contribute some CAN money.  Mr. Piersol said this software should save time and human resources.  Mr. Hathaway mentioned grant money.  Mr. Piersol asked members if this should be taken to CLC.  Mrs. Gurrola wanted David Palinsky notified of our interest in this software.  Mr. Piersol asked if members would like to see a demonstration.  
Student Representative.  Mr. Steven Rivas introduced himself as the new student representative replacing Lisa Adams.  Members welcomed Mr. Rivas to the committee.   

Adjournment.  Mr. Piersol asked for a motion to adjourn.
